It should contain all of the work that you do on this project: every note you jot, every resource you find, every idea that comes to your mind. Consider it a snapshot of how you took advantage of this learning opportunity from start to finish. When I collect it at the end of the project, you want me to have the sense that you worked consistently, creatively, and rigorously. 

An Accomplished Artifact Study Processfolio will:

· Be filled with notes, transcripts, drafts, ideas, questions/answers, and sketches around your partner and his/her artifact

· Display a sophisticated and unique process of coming to an understanding of the artifact and its connection to the owner

· Be insightful in terms of its interpretation of the artifact and the owner (offering new/surprising meanings)

· Be diverse in its approach to developing an understanding of the artifact and the owner

· Be thoughtful in its exploration of the artifact and the owner, reflecting a willingness to go beyond the given or already understood about such an artifact

· Reflect a keen desire to identify and overcome one’s own assumptions regarding the artifact and the owner in order to develop a rich and genuine story

· Be imaginative, rigorous, and creative in its approach to meeting the learning objectives
